Debate Techniques for A2 Students

1. Ad hominem
Meaning: Attacking the person instead of their idea -> Example: “You're wrong because
you're not smart.”

2. Giving examples

Meaning: Using real-life situations to support your idea. Examples help people
understand your point better. + Example: “Pizza is better because we always eat it at
school parties.”

3. Asking questions

Meaning: Asking the other side something to make them think. This makes the debate
more interesting and shows confidence. » Example: “If burgers are so healthy, why do
they have so much fat?”

4. Repetition

Meaning: Saying your main idea more than once. Repeating helps people remember
your point. » Example: “Pizza is better. Pizza is healthier. Pizza is more fun.” (don’t
overdo it)

5. Straw man
Meaning: Changing the other person’s idea to make it easier to attack. -+ Example: “You
said burgers are good, so you must hate pizza”

6. Using facts
Meaning: Giving numbers or true information » Example: “Studies show pizza has less
fat than burgers.”

7. Appeal to emotion
Meaning: Making people feel something (happy, sad, angry) » Example: “Pizza brings

8. Interrupting
Meaning: Talking when someone else is speaking » Example: “No, no, that’s wrong!”

9. Agreeing politely
Meaning: Saying you agree with part of the other idea -> Example: “l agree that burgers
are filling, but pizza is healthier”

10. Using strong words
Meaning: Using words like “alwa
always the best choice for students.”
